When you leave your child at other friends’ houses, there are strangers there so 
discuss appropriate touch and talk to them about using their voice and tell them they 

can talk to you about anything.  This is a taboo subject but MUST be discussed with your children at a 
very young age.  Protect your children by telling them at a young age that no one should be ever 

touching their private parts and tell your children that sometimes it’s even people like a cousin, friend 
of the family,  older sibling of a friend, someone they know that may tell them it’s okay and that they 

cantouch them.  They will be told by the “person” it’s a secret and not to tell their parents or they may 
get in trouble. If you role play and tell them what they might hear from this “person” if it ever happens 

then your  child will beprepared and they will know it’s wrong and tell you!
If you never talk to your children about this and this situation ever happens then your child will be a 

victim.  Repeat this conversation a few times with them set in different ways.  Always follow your gut 
parents!  There are predators everywhere when it comes to sexual predators so do not be ignorant.  

Don’t think this will never happen to your child. YOU are your child’s first defense!  You may know who you 
leave your children with but don’t know their friends or visitors while your children are there, so talk to 
your kids.  I can’t say this enough.  Have this conversation with them and repeat over and over telling 

your children that they will never be in trouble if they ever have to tell you something about anyone that 
may give them the creeps or make them feel uncomfortable or weird.
